BY-LAW NO. 2016-01 
  
 
A By-law to amend Land Use Bylaw No. 2013-50 of the County of St. Paul No. 19, in the 
Province of Alberta. 
   
 

WHEREAS the Municipal Government Act, R.S.A. 2000, as amended ("the Act") allows 
Municipal Council to establish and amend its Land Use Bylaw; 
 
NOW THEREFORE the Council of the County of St. Paul No. 19, duly assembled, 
enacts as follows: 
 
 7.30 SEWAGE HOLDING TANKS  
 

(1) On all parcels fronting onto named lakes, only self-contained sewage systems 

will be permitted to be installed or replaced. Self-contained Sewage Systems 

include, connection to a municipal system, municipal/private co-op systems and 

private sewage holding tanks that are constructed of reinforced pre-cast 

concrete and meet applicable/relevant CAN/CSA standards, but do not include 

non-concrete self-contained sewage holding tanks, disposal fields, treatment 

mounds, pit privies, or any other approved system for the disposal of sewage or 

waste water on a parcel of land which results in the disposal of sewage and/or 

waste water into the ground.
